
 
 
 
 

 
 

1. Safety first:  24h cover with International SOS (ISOS), established Major Incident Plan 
developed over many years to efficiently cope with serious incidents quickly and effectively, 
fully comprehensive risk assessment, expert leaders, always at least one doctor on every 
expedition. 

 
2. Highly experienced leaders:  our leaders come from all aspects of outdoor pursuits, scientific 

institutions, the Armed Forces and so on. Our leader teams have significant personal 
experience of expeditions and have led previously. Our leaders have also often embarked on 
personal challenges and we have leaders who have summited Everest, reached the North and 
South Poles and travelled unassisted across the Arctic. 

 
3. Adventure with purpose:  as opposed to travel just for fun in less challenging conditions that 

may not bring about any positive changes. All expeditions involve several scientific projects 
that we have developed and linked with partners to ensure have real value and contribute to a 
knowledge base on current issues such as biodiversity, climate change, and medical 
treatment. 

 
4. Soft skills:  leadership, teamwork, responsibility, social skills, work ethic, integrity and more. 
 
5. Practical skills:  budget and time management, organisation (through preparation, fundraising, 

training etc) 
 
6. Develop independence:  return more capable people. Expeditions designed specifically to 

foster personal development and create a lust for adventure. We encourage young people to 
always strive for more and the expedition goes a long way to bringing about this change at an 
important time of life. 

 
7. Organised programme:  found to be preferred by employers as compared to independent 

travel as recognised to be more effective at bringing out personal development:
